WHAT IS BELGRADE OPEN SCHOOL.?

Formal system of education offered by educational institutions
can not meet all demands and needs for education. This makes
conflict inevitable, conflict between formal system of education and

personal needs and wishes which are not taken into account by the
system

Non-formal educational system is to be seen not only as an
addition to formal system of education but also as it’s criticism: the
right to rebel against old fashioned and tired school never becomes
old, as well as the right to choose own way of life.

A Rebelled man realizes soon that he is to dedicate himself to
his own learning if he wishes to develop his spiritual power and
possibilities. Indeed, contemporary men learn more outside the in-
stitutional forms of knowledge than in institutions intended for
learning. Thus it is easy to understand that more scientific and
cultural accomplishments have been achieved outside the scientific
and cultural institutions than within them: discoveries appear
where no one expects them, they are made by people that no one
expects from! To be open for new experiences means to develop
oneself permanently: keep yourself away from the closed system,
no matter how safe you feel within it! The writer of the Rebelled
man says correctly: “Consciousness comes to the world by rebel-
lion”.

If you have so far paid more of your attenfion to the estab-
lished forms of education, than it is high time you took over the
responsibility on your own for what you know and for what you can
find out. To work on oneself is an answer to the challenges of the
next century: the development of a person can not be imagined
without permanent learning! It is a form of learning at your own
initiative, the decision is made freely, without external pressure —
it means controlling your own cultural development. Everyone by
himself makes decision where to learn, what to learn, which way,
when, why and what the purpose of the learning is. Learning, how-
ever means “breaking of a habit” with everything that an individual
has learned, but that has already become obsolete: unstable equi-
librium in the structure of knowledge!

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The Belgrade Open School is not an ordinary School although
one learns diligently in it. It does not educate narrow — minded
specialist who hesitates to think and does anything outside of his
own field of specialization, but a developed person open to the fu-
ture of the world. The fact that the attendants of this School are
successful students of the final year of different professions proves
that the School overcomes usual education for a specific specializa-
tion and it requires a developed spiritual man.

Therefore we advocate a school which develops critical think-
ing, not one supporting passive memorizing: one can memorize a
lot, but understand nothing! We do not want our attendants to
leave the School as narrow— oriented specialists: the School does
not produce specialists but it produces thinkers! We would like our
basic working method to be patient and fruitful dialogue, not ex-
cathedra lectures: from the culture of speech towards the culture
of dialogue! It is the only way that can guarantee that there will
be no dogmatists among thinkers, no fanatics among believers, and
no tyrants among politicians.

The aim of the School is not to give sheer knowledge to the
students, but to develop among them will for knowledge. The
School is not intended to offer instant truths, but to develop love
towards truth and life, truth and sense. The ultimate aim of the
School is not to enable the attendants to know a lot, but to learn
how to get knowledge.

Realising these principles the School intends to fulfill the fol-
lowing four principles of the further education:
o Learning to know
o Learning to do
o Learning to live together
o Learning to be
promoted by UNESCO International Commission on Education for
the 21st century. The principle learning to know is developed by
means of some modules (such as: Contemporary civilisation and
Methodology of scientific work). These programmes enable students
to get wide education which is not offered to them by formal
system. The second principle learning to do is incorporated into
modules, which programme is based on getting series of specialized
skills and abilities (Entrepreneurship economy, Skills, Computer
Science literacy, Business Culture etc.). The third principle lear-
ning to live together contains modules (European studies, Peace
Studies, Psychological programme and workshops, Education for
Democracy, foreign language ete.) that cover problems of knowing
other people, in the spirit of tolerance and mutual understanding.
The forth principle learning to be is a synthesis of the first three
and is expressed through the development of independent persons

of the attendants. It is accomplished through individual works and
Summer School.

Lecturers and associates on all programmes are University
professors, associates and assistants, associates of scientific insti-
tutions and outstanding intellectuals.

Evaluation system within the School is special one: there are
no grades, no knowledge tests, no exams.

HOW TO APLLY FOR
THE BELGRADE OPEN SCHOOL?

The School is open for final-year students, advanced University
students and post-graduate students of all faculties. Letter of rec-
ommendation of a university professor or an associate of scientific
institute is required, as well as an average grade over 8.00.

TEACHING METHODS IN THE BELGARDE
OPEN SCHOOL

Forms of work are not strictly determined. They depend on
topic, lecturer and on the engagement of the attendants them-
selves. Still, there are some defined forms of work:

LECTURES

Lectures as a form of work are most frequently used to intro-
duce attendants to contents they are not familiar with. Attendants
are active participants of lectures and they are free to interrupt a
lecturer at any moment, to put questions, or to influence a course
and form of a lecture in any other way, even the structure of lectures
they are listening to. All this, of course, with decency included.

TUTORIAL WORK !

This is basic form of work in education adapted to an individ-
ual. Tutorial forms of work are applied not only in making projects
and reports in the School, but also in making individual works
during attendants’ basic studies (essays, graduate paper...).

INVIDUAL AND GROUP WORK

This form of work covers presentation of individual and group
works of the attendants. Special attention is given to preparations
of paper presentations (their type, quality etc.).

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TALKING SESSIONS

These talking sessions are more like debates than teaching and
are represented through talks on specific issues (the attendants use
selected literature to prepare for them). The attendants not only
listen to these talks, but they also give comments and expose cer-
tain problems, either only in some aspects or in detail.

DEBATES

The debates are prepared in accordance with current events,
such as important public events and their comment, publishing of
a new book, a prize award, the anniversary of a historical event
and the like. To be included in debates such an event should be
special one, unusual, different. An event that characterized the
time it occurred and attracted attention, causing numerous reac-
tions of the public. Debates enable the School to be modern and
dynamic to develop dialogue and to connect theory and practice.

PSYCHOLOGICAL WORKSHOPS

The aim of psychological workshops is primarily to get atten-
dants know how to work on themselves, to get to know better
themselves and others. Topics in workshops can be changed de-
pending on the needs and interests of the attendants. Besides psy-
chological they have clear educational purpose (e.g. exercise of non
violent communication).

SPECIAL FORMS OF WORK

These are different non teaching activities, such as: visits to
the theatre, concerts, promotions, public debates, visits to different
seminars, conferences and scientific meetings. The organization of
courses that the attendants are interested in (foreign languages,
computer science. specific activities...), awards for different forms
of individual works, publishing outstanding works in specialized
publications and the like.
